“Kaiser speaks a lot about how they want to provide ‘total health’ to Ha-
waii,” said Gloria Allen, receptionist for the Honolulu Kaiser Clinic. “My
co-workers and I like how we stress prevention and not just wait until people
get sick. We also like how Kaiser talks about treating our members like fam-
ily.

“Where Kaiser falls short is maximizing the total patient experience, and
one reason is because they are way too inconsistent in listening to the wis-
dom of the frontline staff, especially when we tell them about staffing con-
cerns. When staffing is not adequate there is a higher chance of errors and
more irritable visitors because of longer wait times; this can bring stress to
workers and patients. I hope they understand this and give workers the voice
they need so we can take Kaiser to new heights.”
